• Cars must weigh less than 176lbs (not including rider) 

• Cars must have steering and functional brakes 

• Cars must not have poor taste advertising (ex. – 
Tobacco or Alcohol Products) 

• No artificial means of propulsion allowed. (ex. – 
pedals, chains, small engines, batteries, etc.) 

• Sliding weights allowed if overall car weighs less than 
176lbs without a driver. 

• Rain-out date will be September 21st @ 1:00pm
